Keep children away

Keep cylinders away from heat, 
flame and sparks. 
Cylinder temperature should not 
exceed 125 degrees F. 
Close the cylinder valve after each 
use and when empty 

Secure cylinders to prevent them 
from falling 
Store &use cylinders in the upright 
position 

provided by competent individuals 
ONLY. Such persons or firms 
should provide documentation of 
competency and have a proven 
track record in their area of expert­
ise. Even competent information 
must be provided in a clear and 
concise method (verbal or written) 
or it is of no value. You should feel 
free to obtain competitive proposals 
for services related to gas 
distribution piping systems.
